JOHN OSBORNE





John Osborne was born in London in 1929 to a working-class family. He was educated in London but soon gave up his studies to start a career as a journalist and then in the theatre, first as an actor and then as a playwright. He wrote his first and most successful play Look Back in Anger in 1956. This play became very famous for its themes of social discontent and rebellion. Its protagonist became a sort of spokesman for the post-war generation of writers who were called Angry Young Man and who set themselfs against the establishment and social injustices based on class privilege.


In his later years, like many other Angry Young Man, he became conservative and reactionary and was a supported of the Thatcher’s government.


John Osborne died in 1994.
