ESL LESSON PLAN – Bruner
Bruner believes that children learn to talk because people speak to them in ways that allow the extension of current language resources into new contexts.
In this lesson students build upon their current language resources by adding valuable vocabulary that is relevant and required in their life.  
Theme:

Reporting an Emergency 

Students will talk to each other with new vocabulary needed for fire, police, and ambulance emergencies

Proficiency: Beginning ESL
Time: 4 classes of 45 minute periods
Materials: Videotape of Emergencies, Worksheets
Method:
Students talk about what to do in an emergency
Students watch video to engage their own memories / reactions to emergencies.

Teacher presents oral and written words for emergencies: 

Examples: Emergency, Accident, Ambulance, Fire, Address, Fire Truck, Police
The teacher shows a short excerpt from the news showing what should be done in an emergency.  

Teacher gives the oral and written vocabulary for the several different emergencies
Students practice the vocabulary they just learned about emergencies. They can complete worksheets, list types of emergencies, and practice spelling and pronunciation.
Students will create dialogs about emergencies and role-play them with toy telephones. Pictures start the activity, but students will eventually create their own role-plays scenarios.
Objective: 
By the end of the lesson, the learner will know the presented oral and written words for emergencies: 

Students will be able to use the telephone to report an emergency and feel confident to say which emergency service is required for which particular emergency

Measurement: 
The teacher will be able to see that the objective is met by having students apply what they have learned to real-life situations. 
Each student will prepare a note to be placed by the telephone at home. 
The student must be able to write emergency numbers, the emergency words, and their address after the lesson.
