This stretch is one of the best stretches of the Minnesota River to experience with a number of
challenging sections, including the Class II-IV rapids at Minnesota Falls and Class | rapids both upstream

and downstream of the Vicksburg County Park area.

From Granite Falls to North Redwood the Minnesota flows through an area of Gneiss outcrops. Some
outcrops are the oldest rocks discovered in North America, dating back more than three billion years. The
banks along this stretch of river are heavily forested with maple, elm, cottonwood and willow.

At the area around Redwood Falls, paddlers will encounter thick forest and high ridges that tower above
the Minnesota River. Bordering the river is the recently created Whispering Ridge Aquatic Management
Area, part of the effort of the Green Corridor Project to provide a trail system from Skalbekken County
Park to Fort Ridgely State Park. You will also find a rock ledge that was once dynamited to allow

steamboats upstream.
