Describe the medical school in the U.S.?

R. The Medical School in the U.S. is very compact as result more than 96 % of entering medical students go on to obtain their M.D degree. The curriculum at medical school is very complex however in general form during first two years, the medical student  study the sciences basic to medicine: anatomy, biochemistry, physiology, microbiology, pathology, and pharmacology, as well as behavioral sciences; introductory patient interviewing and examination techniques; and an introduction to health care. 
                     In the third year, the student gain experience with patients in hospital, clinic, and office settings in the fields of internal medicine, family medicine, pediatrics,   obstetrics and gynecology, surgery, and psychiatry. The fourth year is a mix of required and elective courses where you gain additional experience caring for patients.

                     After the medical school the student will spend three to seven years in a residency, where you will gain further experience and training in the specialty you have chose.
