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Henry VIII’s son, he was only 9 when he ascended to the throne of England, that’s 

why his uncle, Edward Seymour, was appointed Protector. During his reign the Book 

of Common Prayer was published, so the English language could be used for the 

Church Services instead of Latin. Unfortunately he didn’t reign for a long time 

because he fell ill and died.
