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12- The Critical Period Hypothesis

This hypothesis claims that there is such a biological timetable to acquire language in a linguistically rich environment, after which further language acquisition becomes much more difficult and effortful.
13-  Lateralization

It means in neurological research demonstrates that human brain mature, certain functions are assigned to left hemisphere of the brain and certain other functions to the right hemisphere. Also in many researches suggested that is a slow process that begins around the age of 2 and is completed around puberty.

14- Rote Learning

Is a learning technique which focuses on memorization. The major practice involved in rote learning is learning by repetition. The idea is that one will be able to quickly recall the meaning of the material the more one repeats it. 

15- Meaningful Learning

Refers to the concept that the learned knowledge (lets say a fact) is fully understood by the individual and that the individual knows how that specific fact relates to other stored facts (stored in your brain that is). For understanding this concept, it is good to contrast meaningful learning with the much less desirable, rote learning.

16-  Language Ego

This is the identity people develop in reference to the language they speak. Younger children are less frightened because they are less aware of language forms, and the possibility of making mistakes in those forms.
17- The Natural Approach

The Natural Approach is based on the following tenets:

· Language acquisition (an unconscious process developed through using language meaningfully) is different from language learning (consciously learning or discovering rules about a language) and language acquisition is the only way competence in a second language occurs. (The acquisition/learning hypothesis)

· Conscious learning operates only as a monitor or editor that checks or repairs the output of what has been acquired. (The monitor hypothesis)

· Grammatical structures are acquired in a predictable order and it does little good to try to learn them in another order.(The natural order hypothesis).

· People acquire language best from messages that are just slightly beyond their current competence. (The input hypothesis)
