Ancient Egypt
Day 2: Hieroglyphs

Objectives: 

Students will:

· Understand how the Rosetta Stone was solved.
· Learn about the important hieroglyphics were for Egyptians.

· Cracking the Code Activity
· Computer access for pairs of students
· Pencil
· Pictures of the Rosetta Stone on SmartBoard or projection device

Outline: 
Introduction (5 min.)

· Using the pictures of the Rosetta Stone(from the websites found under the resources), students will complete a think-pair-share on what it has to do with the Egyptian culture and what the focus for the day might be.  
· Discuss what the pictures have to do with the Egyptian culture. 
· Write down 2 questions that you may like to learn on post-it notes and stick them at the top of your desk for later. 

Body (45-50 min.)

· Students will be put into pairs.  
· They will be given a Crack the Code Worksheet and the websites bookmarked for them to learn about Hieroglyphs and the Rosetta Stone.
· Recommend to students to spend about 15 minutes working on the computer and reading through the information to practice their note taking. I will suggest to students to spend the rest of their time cracking the code and answering the questions.  
· Show students Hieroglyphs chart and then demonstrate the ways in which it worked.  For example, it was phonetically, so any sounds that were silent were not used.  
Conclusion (5 min.) 
· Check students’ ability to crack the code. What did you find difficult?  How did it make you feel when trying to crack the code? 
· Answer the post-it notes and turn in to teacher.
Homework Assignment: Complete a journal response.  “What did you find difficult about cracking the code?  How did it make you feel?  Why?  Why was it so important to crack the code?”
Check to see if you have answers to your questions and provide answers to them in your journal response.  
Assessments:
· Observe students’ participation in pairs.

· Review their questions and responses on post-it notes

· Evaluate the paragraph response in journal with rubric.
