Hemoglobin Tests
Accomplish hemoglobin determination with a colorimeter, using a direct or indirect method. The colorimeter is a fast and accurate instrument that compares color intensity to accepted standards. The direct method simply compares a color standard with the color of the whole blood. The indirect method uses hydrochloric acid to compare the blood-acid mixture with a color standard.
