Atrial Fibrillation in Horses
· Horses predisposed to AF due to large atrial mass (size)
· Autonomic imbalance during exercise (increased parasympathetic tone)
· Horses with no heart disease
· Horses with heart disease
· Most common clinical sign is a single episode of poor performance
· Deceleration suddenly during a race
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
