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Identify a concept and develop a simple concept map to illustrate the concept.  Discuss the possible attributes of the concepts that could be but are not included in the map.


My conceptual map was designed for the concept Stump Care using CmapTools.  To view the map, open CmapTools>Shared Cmaps in Places>IHMC Public Cmaps (allow this to load)>HINF555>Module 4B>Stump Care (forgot to use my name in the title), or use the link, http://skat.ihmc.us:80/servlet/SBReadResourceServlet?rid=1147029880406_864915758_6391&partName=htmltext .  (Be sure to maximize the screen to get the whole map in view.)  I chose this particular concept as a result of my experience working as a rehab nurse on our facility’s amputee unit.  Stump care involves several facets including the prevention of contracture, healing of the surgical site, improving mobility, preparing for prosthesis, and, most importantly, coping with the patient’s alteration in body image.  These main factors are illustrated with just of few of their attributes.  

A list of attributes that could be, but are not present:
· Definitions:  Terms that might be defined would include “contracture,” “pronation,” “neuropathy,” “phantom pain,” and “visceral trauma.”

· Characteristics:  Several characteristics could be used to fine-tune this conceptual representation including:

· location of the amputation (upper or lower extremity; AKA indicates Above the Knee Amputation, BKA indicates Below the Knee Amputation, etc.)
· type of prosthetic appliance, including socket type, hinge type, materials used (ie., titanium)

· medication information for the pain meds, including name, route, dose, frequency, duration of treatment

· method of stump massage including frequency and duration; Purpose of massage
· length of pronation

· wheelchair device to provide knee extension for affected lower extremity to prevent contracture
· potential complications of suture line including infection, drainage, inflammation, erythema, and sensitivity

· Examples of “Complications of Decreased Mobility”

· Comorbidities that affect the efficacy of interventions and may impede healing, including:

· General Health Status prior to Amputation (mental and physical health)
· Diabetes Mellitus

· Atherosclerotic Heart Disease

· Developmental Level (Eriksen):  For example, a 40-year-old man in the “Generativity vs. Stagnation” level may struggle more with his alteration in role performance than an octogenarian who is at the “Immortality vs. Extinction.”  (retrieved from http://www.vtaide.com/png/Erikson.html, May 7, 2006).
· Hierarchical Relationships

· Generic relationship is not shown (Leg>Left>Below Knee Amputation)

· Partitive relationships are not shown ( Occupation is_part_of Role Performance)
· Non-hierarchical Relationship (as de Keizer, et al (2000) describes)

· Causal: includes risk factors that contributed to the event of the amputation as well as the factors impeding therapeutic intervention.
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
