Identify a concept and develop a simple concept map to illustrate the concept.  Discuss the possible attributes of the concepts that could be but are not included in the map.

The concept I chose to map is “dementia.”  In an effort to keep the map simple, I have illustrated the concepts of what it is, how it’s diagnosed, what causes it, and how it is treated.  Many other attributes of these concepts could be included.  The physiological responses of the etiology could be illustrated.
