Students can use concept mapping as a note-taking tool. They can construct concept maps while listening to a lecture, or reading from a textbook, and then go back and re-organize and structure concept maps based on notes. The visual representation provided by concept maps provides them with an additional framework for recalling the information. In addition, constructing concept maps may help students to have a greater understanding of the conenctedness of material, encouraging them to make more connections among concepts and learn the material in a meaningful way.
