It is one thing to live forever and another to want to live forever. How difficult is it to imagine wanting to live forever?
Many reasons can be given for not wanting to live forever. 

Rather than trying to imagine what it would be like to live forever, try imagining something perhaps a bit easier to conceive. Most people would have no problem listing a thousand places they would like to visit before they die. Would you become easily bored if you were to spend a week in each of these places? Would a week exhaust the possibilities of exploration and discovery? If you only spent a half-year in each location, it would take five hundred years before you could revisit the first location again. Imagine the changes that would have taken place since your last visit and the possibilities that would have emerged during the interim for you to experience. You can vary the duration of your visit as long or as short as you would like but the result would be the same: unless any of these places were to become dormant, they will continue to develop in a way that would engage your interest as an evolving source of value and creative interaction. 
Are there only one thousand such places in the world? Rather than there just being one thousand places in the world worth visiting, it is more reasonable to think that there are millions, if not an incalculable number, of places where it would be worth living for at least some period of time. Now imagine a number of different occupations you might wish to have. You might wish to spend your time writing, or helping others, or being a musician, or being a scientist. Again, there are innumerable types of activity that could engage you over time in any one of the innumerable places where you can imagine living. At what point during this process, so far, has your life become insipidly boring?
What we have just imagined is a life of endless creativity and engagement in the world. It is not that difficult or implausible after all. All you need to do is take a finite number that have value and reiterate them. The experience of each new iteration will bring new value.
