Parents’ Code of Conduct

1. Ensure that your child is playing the sport for his own reasons and not for yours. should not be limited to the trophies won but should also acknowledge o
2. Try not to be critical towards coaches. Coaches are trained for this purpose and have probably been active in this role. Additional criticism will most likely be counterproductive. However, if you feel you need to voice your concern, you may do so at any time with a member of the YN Committee.
3. Refrain from criticising officials either during or after the game. 

4. Recognize the wishes of your child’s coach as best as possible, within the constraints of your own family rules and priorities.

5. Ensure that when you voice your concern you do it respectfully taking account of the place and time.

6. Remember that when you are watching your children you become official supporters. That means that you need to adhere to the supporters’ code of conduct

7. Keep the game in perspective, realizing that there are countless games to follow and many more important things in life.
