Coaches’ code of conduct

1. Be a good model of sportsmanship in your actions, words and dress.

2. Treat your players with respect.

· Your players will model your behaviour, so act on that premise.

· Treat them equally, not according to how many goals they score.

· Do not allow your players intentionally try and injure another player. Enforce this by benching offending athletes.

· Keep the activities fun and be positive.

· Keep the activities safe.

· Give athletes a sense of responsibility to give back to the sport.

3. Treat opposing players and coaches properly.

· Show them respect for opposing coaches, regardless of your personal feelings.

· Do not humiliate other teams by running up the score. If teams are mismatched work on an aspect of your game needing improvement.

· Require your team (and yourself) to shake hands after the game.

4. Treat officials with respect.

· Play by the rules.

· Only speak to the officials during the designated times.

· Treat timers and scores as bona fide officials. 

· Make no disparaging remarks about officials in front of the team or in public.

5. Treat fans and parents with respect.

· Understand that parents and fans are largely ignorant of the rules and will therefore say things that may be antagonistic. 

· Gauge your actions and speech accordingly.
