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Behavioral Learning Theories: this indicates that is an individual’s response where learners will assimilate knowledge with events or stimulus that occur in the environment. It is used in the Teacher learning centered, the learner is passive, teacher direct the class.
Cognitive Learning Theory: In this kind of learning style, people learn through watching something, by touching, through experiencing, or by doing it. Only human beings can learn through this style of learning. This style involves an individual’s problem solving ability, thinking patterns, or remembering different things. 
Constructivist Learning Theory: This theory refers to the idea that learners construct knowledge for themselves, each learner individually (and socially) constructs meaning, as he or she learns.  Constructing meaning is learning; there is no other kind.
