1. What things should you consider about your personality to know if the medical career is for you?   
R:  The things I take into consideration is that if I am looking for challenges, if I have an inquisitive mind, if I am interested in science and new knowledge, and more importantly if I like helping people with their problems, either with my skills and knowledge. 
2. What does it take to become a physician?
R:  To be a doctor requires a serious commitment to education, since it takes 11 to 16 years to complete the education, because physicians are required to maintain licensure and certification, and to undergo continuing education to keep up with progress.
3. What are the characteristics of the medical career?
R:  The main features are: 
• Service: Let’s help people and improve knowledge.
• Action: Do not tie you to a desk all the time.
• Respect: The work and contributions are an important part of their community.
• Security: Allows you to make a living with a secure future.
• Mobility: skills and knowledge are in demand wherever they choose to live.
• Flexibility: Offers a lot of career options.

Few careers meet all these features, as does a medical career.
4. What is the main job of a physician?
R:  The main task of physicians is to diagnose diseases and treat people suffering from illness or injury. His professional life is full of attention and care to patients, keeping up with scientific advances in medicine, and work as part of a health care team.
5. What is the difference between a primary care physician and a specialist physician?
R:  The difference between a primary care physician and a medical specialist is that primary care physicians direct their attention for the whole family, as they are trained to provide a wide range of services that children and adults need, while specialists focus on treating a particular system or body part when it requires a specific treatment.
6. What else besides caring for people`s health can physicians do?
R:  The doctors not only can devote to the diagnosis, but also for medical research, for example there are now research to develop new treatments for cancer, genetic disorders and infectious diseases like AIDS. Others work with organizations of health maintenance, pharmaceutical companies, medical device manufacturers, insurance companies, or companies who manage health and safety programs.
7. What are some of the rewards of being a physician?
R:  Medicine has many rewards, personal, intellectual and economic.
The job outlooks for physicians in most specialties are becoming larger and brighter, as the demand for more doctors will continue to grow in the future. 
8. What is the average salary for physicians in the US and what does that salary depend on?
R:  On average, doctors in the U.S. earn about $ 160,000 a year, but that amount may vary depending on where they live and what kind of medical specialty medical practice.
9. How many hours may physicians work a week?
R:  Working hours can be long and unpredictable. Many doctors work 60 hours a week. They may also have to respond to emergencies and be on guard for their patients. 

10. Why is medical school a challenge?
R:  The medical school is a challenge because it will assume responsibility for health and welfare of a human being should be committed to learning and proposed to help others with their skills and knowledge.
11. Describe the medical school in the US.
R:  The four years of medical school in the U.S. described as follows: 
During the first two years will study the basic sciences and behavioral sciences. You can also start learning the fundamental techniques of clinical history and examination of patients.
Then go into the hospital and various clinics to observe and work with experienced doctors and start learning how to care for patients.
His last years will continue their contact with patients and physicians in a clinic while taking elective courses.

After medical school will spend three to seven years in a nursing home, where it acquires more experience and training in the specialty you have chosen.
