Aftercare

Dehorning and disbudding are surgical procedures. Calves require observation and aftercare following the surgery.

1. Observe closely for bleeding for 30-60 minutes after dehorning.

2. When bleeding is present, cauterize with a hot iron to stop the bleeding.

3. Wounds usually heal well with no treatment.

4. A fly repellant and a wound dressing are often recommended.

5. For 10-14 days after dehorning, look for signs of infection and treat as needed.

6. Get professional help for calves showing severe pain or infection.
