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How can McGill Library and Librarians help?

1. Building collections

· Support individual courses

· Support research

· Support the program

2. Facilitating access to resources (Tara)
· Review material for course readers and reading lists to provide persistent links to articles, e-books and other resources licensed by the Library

· Alternative to using course readers or at least reducing size and cost of printed readers, can create persistent link to databases, journal articles, chapters in books and other resources (e.g. reference material like encyclopedias or handbooks) that are available electronically at McGill
· Reserve course material for short-term loan
· For books that will be used in a course, library can put these books on 3-hour loan so students can have access to them
· Electronic exams

· Can archive past exams so students can use them for study purposes
Also e-scholarship at McGill a repository maintained by the library of McGill researchers’ working papers, research reports, theses, etc.  Library facilitates open access to these resources.
3. Review course assignments

· Confirm the availability of items recommended as sources

· Assess whether or not the Library has adequate resources

· Identify items that will be in high-demand for reserve

· Anticipate questions that will arise and provide feedback
· Prepare library staff for questions
4. Information literacy/skills classes (Tara)
· General sessions (academic integrity, evaluating web sources, etc.)

· Also on finding journal articles, using the library catalogue or accessing students’ library accounts, accessing library resources from home, etc.
· Tailored to a course (choosing an appropriate database for a subject area, finding journal articles, etc.) 
· Dealing with a specific assignment (research strategies, etc.)
· Class could be catered to an existing assignment or we could build an assignment around the class
Location: these can be in-class presentations or library e-classroom workshops

Length: from short sessions (5-10 minutes) to entire class time, including repeat visits
· Could be during class or lab time or could be voluntary at another time
5. Develop, produce and maintain library documentation

· Subject guide for Earth System Science

· Individual course web pages 

· Handouts to compliment or substitute for library classes, including where to go for help
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
